9004 PROVINCIAL NATIONAL CHORAL – ENSEMBLE 
Community ensemble of 8-12 singers, with no age 
limitation. Perform two contrasting selections, one of 
which must be sung in three or more parts and one of 
which must be a madrigal. Brief solo passages are 
allowed. Contemporary madrigals will be accepted.

Only one of the 
selections may be a folk song. Brief solo passages are 
allowed. 
 

*9009 PROVINCIAL NATIONAL CHORAL – 25 AND UNDER 
Choral group of 13 or more singers, aged 25 or under as 
of December 31 prior to the National Festival. Five 
percent (5%) of the choir membership may exceed the 
specified age limit by no more than two (2) years. 
Competition is based on the total performance of two 
contrasting selections, one of which must be sung in 
three or more parts. Only one of the two selections may 
be a folksong.
