3. Upon recommendation to the Provincial Festival,
perform two contrasting selections consisting of:
a. Atleast two consecutive movements of a senior
concerto, or complete concerted work, and;
b.  One own choice selection (but not another
movement of the above).

*CLASS 390 PROVINCIAL NATIONAL CLASSICAL GUITAR
SOLO (revised)
1. Age limit: 28 years and under as of December 31 prior
to the National Festival.
2. Maximum time limit of 60 minutes.
3. Only solo, unaccompanied works are permitted.
4. Upon recommendation to the Provincial Festival,
perform three contrasting selections consisting of:

a. The selection performed in Class 3900 at the
local level which is a senior or advanced work,
that may be a multi-movement work, and;

b.  Two own choice selection(s) (but not another
movement of the above).

CLASS 400 PROVINCIAL NATIONAL WOODWIND SOLO
Contestants are requested to state which instrument they will
play.
1. Age limit: 28 years and under as of December 31 prior
to the National Festival.
2. Maximum time limit of 60 minutes.
3. Upon recommendation to the Provincial Festival,
perform two contrasting selections consisting of:
a. Atleast two consecutive movements of a senior
concerto, or complete concerted work, and;
b.  One own choice selection (but not another
movement of the above).

CLASS 500 PROVINCIAL NATIONAL BRASS SOLO
Contestants are requested to state which instrument they will
play.
1. Age limit: 28 years and under as of December 31 prior
to the National Festival.
2. Maximum time limit of 60 minutes.
3. Upon recommendation to the Provincial Festival,
perform two contrasting selections consisting of:
a. Atleast two consecutive movements of a senior
concerto, or complete concerted work, and;
b.  One own choice selection (but not another
movement of the above).

CLASS 700 PROVINCIAL NATIONAL PIANO SOLO
1. Age limit: 28 years and under as of December 31 prior
to the National Festival.
2. Maximum time limit of 60 minutes.
3. Upon recommendation to the Provincial Festival,
perform two contrasting selections consisting of:

a. Atleast two consecutive movements of a sonata,
senior concerto, or complete concerted work,
and;

b.  One own choice selection (but not another
movement of the above).
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CLASS 900-909 PROVINCIAL NATIONAL CHORALCLASSES
Perform TWO contrasting selections recommended from the
Local level that meet the requirements of the National level.
Performances at the Provincial Festival will be recorded and
forwarded to the National Festival upon recommendation.

Class 900: Community choral group of 13 or more singers, the
majority of whom are 19 years and over. Competition is based
on the total performance of two contrasting selections, one of
which must be sung in three or more parts. Only one of the two
selections may be a folk song. Brief solo passages are allowed.
The recommended competitor will compete in Class 8 -
Honourable Barbara A. Hageman class at the National Festival.

Class 901: Choral group of 13 or more male singers.
Competition is based on the total performance of two
contrasting selections, one of which must be sung in three or
more parts. One of the two selections may be a folk song. Brief
solo passages are allowed.

The recommended competitor will compete in Class 9 — City of
Lincoln class at the National Festival.

Class 902: Community choral group of 13 or more singers,
aged 19 and under as of December 31 prior to the National
Festival. Five percent (5%) of the choir membership may
exceed the specified age limit by no more than two (2) years.
Competition is based on the total performance of two
contrasting selections, one of which must be sung in three ore
more parts. Only one of the two selections may be a folk song.
Brief solo passages are allowed.

The recommended competitor will compete in Class 10 —

George S. Mathieson class at the National Festival.

Class 903: Choral group of 13 or more singers from a single
school, aged 19 and under as of December 31 prior to the
National Festival. Five percent (5%) of the choir membership
may exceed the specified age limit by no more than two (2)
years. Competition is based on the total performance of two
contrasting selections, one of which must be sung in three or
more parts. Only one of the two selections may be a folk song.
Brief solo passages are allowed.

The recommended competitor will compete in Class 11 - Paul J.
Bourret class at the National Festival.

Class 904: Community ensemble of 8-12 singers, with no age
limitation. Competition is based on the total performance of two
contrasting selections, one of which must be sung in three or
more parts and one of which must be a madrigal. Brief solo
passages are allowed. Contemporary madrigals will be
accepted.

The recommended competitor will compete in Class 12 -
Richard W. Cooke class at the National Festival.

Class 905: Community choir of 13 or more singers, aged 16
and under as of December 31 prior to the National Festival.
Five percent (5%) of the choir membership may exceed the
specified age limit by no more than two (2) years. Competition is
based on the total performance of two contrasting selections,
one of which must be sung in three or more parts. Only one of



the two selections may be a folk song. Brief solo passages are
allowed.

The recommended competitor will compete in Class 13 - Dr.
and Mrs. J.F.K. English class at the National Festival.

Class 906: Choral group of 13 or more singers from a single
school, aged 16 and under as of December 31 prior to the
National Festival. Five percent (5%) of the choir membership
may exceed the specified age limit by no more than two (2)
years. Competition is based on the total performance of two
contrasting selections, one of which must be sung in two or
more parts. Only one of the two selections may be a folk song.
Brief solo passages are allowed.

The recommended competitor will compete in Class 14 — David
Ouchterlony class at the National Festival.

Class 907 (revised): Community choral group of 13 or more
singers, aged 12 and under as of December 31 prior to the
National Festival. Five percent (5%) of the choir membership
may exceed the specified age limit by no more than two (2)
years. Competition is based on the total performance of two
contrasting selections, one of which must be sung in two or
more parts. Only one of the two selections may be a folk song.
Brief solo passages are allowed.

The recommended competitor will compete in Class 15 -
Margaret Wharton class at the National Festival.

*Class 908: Choral group of 13 or more singers from a single
school, aged 12 and under as of December 31 prior to the
National Festival. Five percent (5%) of the choir membership
may exceed the specified age limit by no more than two (2)
years. Competition is based on the total performance of two
contrasting selections, one of which must be sung in two or
more parts. Only one of the two selections may be a folk song.
Brief solo passages are allowed.

The recommended competitor will compete in Class 16 — Sister
Florine Despres class at the National Festival.

*Class 909: Community choral group of 13 or more singers,
aged 25 or under as of December 31 prior to the National
Festival. Five percent (5%) of the choir membership may
exceed the specified age limit by no more than two (2) years.
Competition is based on the total performance of two
contrasting selections, one of which must be sung in three or
more parts. Only one of the two selections may be a folk song.
Brief solo passages are allowed.

The recommended competitor will compete in Class 17 -
Barbara Clark class at the National Festival.

CLASS 920 PROVINCIAL NATIONAL VOCAL SOLO,
Any Voice

TWO selections must be recommended by the adjudicator, one
of which must be the selection performed in the local Provincial
National class.

1. Age limit: 28 years and under as of December 31 prior

to the National Festival.
2. Maximum time limit of 60 minutes.
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3. Selections must use two or more languages and only
one song cycle is allowed.

4. Upon recommendation to the Provincial Festival,
perform at least three, to a maximum of five,
selections consisting of:

a. One selection from an Opera, with recitative
where applicable, original key, language optional.

b.  One Aria from a major sacred work, with
recitative where applicable, original key,
language optional.

c.  One to three own choice selection(s).

REQUIREMENTS FOR NATIONAL MUSIC
FESTIVAL

GENERAL INFORMATION

As a member of the Federation of Canadian Music Festivals,
AMFA is eligible to send competitors to the National Music
Festival. The venue for this Festival changes yearly from
province to province.

Competitors must compete in appropriate Provincial National
classes at a local festival. Winners of these classes may be
recommended by the adjudicators to the Provincial Festival for
further competition in the National classes. Winners (or
designated alternates) of these competitions may be
recommended to represent Alberta at the National Music
Festival. Choral winners, if recommended, compete by tapes
recorded at the time of the Provincial competition, at the
National Music Festival.

Competitors must abide by all Local, Provincial and National
Music Festival rules. The Assistant Provincial Administrator of
AMFA will assist recommended competitors with the entry
process.
